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Remarks :

1. Students must complete 128 credits, which include University Required Courses, College Core Courses, Department Core Courses, and one of the
department’s Specialized Elective Programs. The insufficient graduation credits can be supplemented by freely selecting courses, excluding general education

courses, to fulfill the required credits for the program.

2. Courses marked with 3¢ can be taken in one semester based on the results of the optional internship semester.

3. According to the announcement from the Ministry of Examination, students in the Department of Optometry must complete a minimum of 320 hours of

internship to qualify for the optometrist national examination.

4. In addition to completing the required courses outlined in the program curriculum, students must also pass the university's mandated proficiency thresholds in

Chinese, English, and information technology in order to graduate.
